T here here have been many
movements over the past 20
years organizing lay people into
Para church  organizations
among business groups,
women, and youth to name a
few, outside the walls of the
church.

In
some cases, pastors are fearful
of losing tithes and resources to
these organizations. In doing so
they have many times become
like over controlling parents
who are puzzled when their
children rebel.

| have personally  been
conflicted concerning the role
of the local church and the
Healing Room ministry. By
design, the Healing Rooms has
as its core mission to take
healing to the market place as it
should, however, it appears that
many have concluded that it
must be done separate from the
“local church”

THE PROBLEM

The problem, in most cases, is
not the theology but the
logigtics. Most evangelical
churches offer prayer to
attendees after each service
referred to as alter ministry. The
assumption is that if a non-
believer needs prayer for
healing he or she will attend
church, listen to the sermon,
and then come forward for
prayer. If an attendee needs
prayer he/she many times
hesitates to return to the ater
more than once believing that it
indicates alack of faith because
the healing didn’'t take place
immediately or that, since God
did not answer the prayer, it
must be God' s will to suffer the
sickness. Because of the

obvious problems with the above
assumptions, many in the Healing
Room ministry assumed that the
only solution was to take the
ministry outside the walls of the
church. .

We have proved this not to be true.
The Headling Rooms of Yakima
involves more than 50 people from
19 different valley churches. A
local church has hosted us for the
past 3-%2 years. Thousands of
people who have received prayer
during that time prove that if prayer
is provided, they will come.

W e need to send a strong message
to the hurting people in Y akima that
the church of Yakima believes that
God hears and answers prayer.

The Yakima Healing Room team
has now been invited to provide
prayer a Regional Hospita in
addition to our hosting church. Even
though the Hospital is an expression
outside the church walls, the
message is the same. The church of
Y akima believes that God hears and
answers prayer and the church is us,
plain ordinary folks like you and
me.

We are not replacing the calling and
function of the “local church”. We
are an extension of and a gateway
into the “local church”.

It'sa question of whether you
believel can.” Mark 9:23 TCW Fortunately, belief is
not afeeling but a choice. A choice we make with our
minds not our hearts. Immediately, the father of the
child cried out and said with tears, “ Lord, | believe;
help my unbelief” So, to be healed, we must chose to
believe He can heal. What does that have to do with my
back? | asked for healing but | believed it wasjust a
muscle pull and not worthy of the Lord’s attention. At
the same time, | was having trouble breathing and
having panic attacks. The panic attacks stopped
immediately when prayed for. So, hereis my great
discovery. | was not healed in my back because | did
not believe my back was worthy of the Lord’ s attention.
