Touching the Hear t of Br itain 
 

Dear Partners and friends 
 

As Beth and I return to America, we feel like we have 
seen our future.  We need to catch up to the church in 
Britain who in their eyes is far behind us.  When we get 
desperate enough we will no longer huddle in our 
comfortable walls we call a church.  We will no longer be 
so concerned with labels and who “covers”  whom.  We 
will just cry out that we are desperate, naked, and destitute 
and need saving.  Lord, help us open our eyes before it is 
too late and a generation will be lost. 
 

Reflections from our trip to the United Kingdom 
 

It is not about castles and churches that date back more 
than a thousand years, a pottery factory that exports the 
world’s most expensive china or country side so green and 
lush you think you are viewing the garden of Eden.  
 

It’s about Robert, an Assembly of God minister who 
pastors an Anglican Church. He explains that the English 
Church is far behind the Mega churches in the States in 
reaching its population.  “We’ve hit rock bottom”, he 
explains, “Denominational labels are no longer relevant.”

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It’s about city blocks that are closed down at 9 pm because there are so many young people 
in the nightclubs there is not room for traffic.   
 

It’s about Gordon; a young Anglican vicar who is sponsored by the Church of England as a 
missionary to reach the generation under 30 in a Church without Walls, which meets in a 
bar in the center of the city.     
 

It’s about Mick, an Anglican Priest who has shed his traditions and moves between the 
worship team and the pulpit with a guitar calling his congregation to worship at a 150 year 
old church who’s roots date back more than 1000 years.  “  I’ve been here more than eight 
years” , he explains.  “ It was a church of old people” , he continues, “some younger people 
are starting to come back but it is not like America where the churches are full.”      
 

It’s about a priest, who after hearing the message of sin that so “easily besets us”  by one of 
our team members, John Roddam from St. Luke’s Episcopal Church in Seattle, 
spontaneously turns the baptismal font into a fire cauldron where the congregation begins 
burning pieces of paper on which they have written the sin 
 that keeps them from experiencing the full presence of  
God, a desperate sign that they want a deeper more  
passionate relationship with God.  
 

It’s about Nick, a 31 year old with spiked hair who explains 
that the young people in England today will no longer  
respond to a religious message.  “You must be real” , he  
explains.  “They will only be moved by something that  
works.”   “ It must be relational and experiential” , he continues.   
 

It’s about Chris, a Vineyard pastor who is desperately searching for a new model to present 
the gospel in a relevant way that will change his community.  They formed a Healing Room 
ministry team to minister to the physically and emotional wounded people before they knew 
what a healing room was.   
 

It’s about an Assembly of God Pastor’s wife who was moved to tears as she shared her 
burden to assemble a team to pray for the sick in the market place.  She was so grateful 
when I offered her our training material you would think I was offering Gold.   
 

It’s about pastors and leaders who have been meeting together for more than four years 
praying for a spiritual breakthrough.   
 

It’s about a young group of “History Makers”  totally sold out to Jesus wanting an 
impartation that enables them to reach their generation with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.   
 

It’s about Zoe, a young woman patiently waiting in line to receive an impartation for 
healing who when touched by the Holy Spirit froze in a “crunch position” .  
 

It’s about Alastair, our host, a 27 year old with a burning desire to start a campus church

He is frustrated with people who just attend church than do nothing to change 
their community.  “This generation is not going to come to us” , he explains.  
“We have to go after them.”     It’s about a generation of “blokes” , faceless 
nameless people.  We need to make them “mates”  intimate friends, he says.  
 

It’s about Bob and Melissa, a missionary couple from Texas who are restoring 
a 150-year-old castle on a 91-acre estate in Dumbarton, Scotland, as a center 
for prayer and healing.  When Beth and I were in Scotland in 2001, the castle 
was just a dream.  This visit we stayed in the castle.  The castle overlooks the 
hill William Wallace was captured on.  Just as William Wallace’s cry was for 
FREEDOM, so is Bob and Melissa’s desire to “ restore Kingdom life in the 
west of Scotland” .   Even though many churches financially support the work 
Bob and Melissa are doing, “ the only person I know that is praying for us on a 
regular basis is my mother”  Melissa explains.    
 

For you who prayed for us and financially supported us Beth and I say 
THANK YOU for helping us enter a “ time machine”  which gave us a glimpse 
into our destiny.
